In 2014 my Aunt Barbara Lasco was 92 years old and living on her own in Las Vegas.  She was mentally sharp and had been successfully managing her own affairs for decades.  Barbara lived in a condo, paid her bills on time, and resisted all efforts to get her to move to an assisted living facility.  She made her own meals, took care of her finances, and arranged transportation to the grocery store and hair dresser.  She was hard of hearing and very strong willed and opinionated, which could make her difficult to get along with.  She was old and used a walker.  She hired and fired in-home help services regularly.  Barbara utilized emergency doctors for her needs, and had fallen several times.
I live in the Seattle area, and would visit Barbara every year or so.  My understanding of how events unfolded is as follows.  In February 2014 Barbara had another fall and was seen by physician’s assistant John Reyes for what I understand were a few bruises.  Reyes determined that Barbara was incompetent and contacted April Parks.  
April Parks engaged the Lee Drizen law firm and got an emergency declaration of incompetence.  She froze all of Barbara’s bank accounts.  She moved money around.  She paid about a fourth of Barbara’s bills.  I first learned of these events when contacted by the law firm with their inquiries about Barbara’s finances.  Subsequently I spoke and met with April Parks.  I assumed from the outset that the Drizen firm and April Parks were acting in good faith, and cooperated fully with them, answering their questions to the best of my ability.  On or before 1/16/2014 Drizen/Parks became aware of my Aunt’s Trust (her condo and all of her assets except her checking account were in the Trust).  The trust is referenced on page 2 line 16 in the Petition for Appointment of Temporary Guardian, Case No. G-14-039735-A, prepared by Drizin, and filed on 1/16/14.  Parks had to be aware of the Trust, but continued to act in complete disregard of it.
After I had visited my Aunt and seen that she had not suffered a mental decline, I began to question Drizen/Parks.  They quickly became adversarial and ceased to communicate with me.  Parks threatened to have the police take my Aunt to a nursing home in Boulder City.  It became apparent that Parks was not acting in the best interest of Barbara, and the Drizen firm was working for Parks not Barbara.  I hired my Aunt her own lawyer.  We got a court hearing.  My Aunt walked into the court room under her own power, and stood and talked clearly on her own behalf in a manner that any reasonable person would recognize as a demonstration of clear thinking.  The Guardianship Commissioner Jon Norheim seemed to dismiss her testimony and ruled that she needed to see a neurologist to prove she was competent.  I got her an appointment with a neurologists the next day, who declared her competent.  It took several more weeks to get Parks/Drizen officially unengaged from Barbara’s life.  They went grudgingly and poorly.  Over a year later I was still finding Barbara’s bank accounts with Parks’ name on them.
This whole affair was devastating to my Aunt.  She was a proud woman, successfully living on her own.  She wanted nothing more from life than to continue living as she had.  April Parks came into her life and took her independence.  Barbara had an estate in excess of $400k, and she had to ask for money from April to go the hairdresser and every other minor need like a child.  She became a prisoner in her own home.  Even after we got April Parks evicted from Barbara’s life, Barbara was unable to straighten out the mess that Parks had made of Barbara’s finances.  To add insult to injury, she had to pay Parks/Drizen for the hell they put her through. This whole mess cost her around 20K.  I feel that the stress of the whole ordeal contributed to Barbara’s decline in health and her death in January of 2015. 
I take issue with John Reyes’ actions.  He is a physician’s assistant, not a neurologist or specialist in geriatric care.  Declaration of incompetence is beyond his authority and outside of his expertise.  If he had concerns about Barbara’s mental state he should have called in someone qualified to make the determination.  If Barbara was in need of help, April Parks should have been the last person contacted.  I have to wonder if there was some incentive for Reyes to act as he did.  I hold Reyes responsible for initiating the whole affair, and he certainly did her more harm than good when Barbara went to him for treatment.  I also take issue with Reyes’ hospital/supervisor who should have guidelines in place in situations like Barbara’s.  Reyes showed up on my Aunt’s doorstep unannounced after the whole mess was resolved in an apparent attempt to assuage her anger and avoid a complaint about his actions.  My aunt, her lawyer, and I all thought this was odd.  I understand he is currently working in a nursing home.  
April Parks applied her own ‘test’ to determine that my Aunt was incompetent.  April Parks manipulated the judicial system to take over my Aunt’s life and finances.  She paid herself thousands of dollars from my Aunt’s account for screwing up her finances, acting against my Aunt’s wishes, and demeaning and threatening her.  She didn’t keep my Aunt or myself informed of what was going on.  She didn’t pay my Aunt’s bills after taking over her finances, which left my Aunt in arrears with several institutions.  She ignored the terms of my Aunt’s trust.  She provided no records for the actions she did take.  April Parks appears to be no more than a parasite that latches on to vulnerable seniors to drain their estates while providing little or no benefit.
The Lee Drizen law firm enabled April Parks.  They knew or should have known that my Aunt had a Trust that should have precluded most of April Parks’ actions.  They turned a blind eye to April Parks’ misdeeds to keep their fees rolling in.  They acted as her agent in reaching out to me to find out about Barbara’s estate to deepen the pool they were slowly siphoning with their fees.  Their fees were paid by my Aunt’s estate but their actions were solely in support of April Parks’ larceny.  
The commissioner overseeing my Aunt’s case should be removed from the bench and disbarred.  What I saw in court appeared to be an oft repeated rubber stamp approval of the motions brought by Drizen/Parks.  I saw no evidence of care for my Aunt’s well being or her interests in the Judge’s actions.  He made no inquiry as to whether there was a Trust that would control the actions to be taken.  It is not apparent to me that the judge fulfilled the requirements of Nevada law in declaring my Aunt incompetent and awarding April Parks Guardianship over her.  He ignored my Aunt when she spoke in her own defense.  He was the last line of defense of my Aunt against the predatory actions of Parks/Drizen and he came down completely on the side of the vultures.  His failure to apply the law fairly allowed Drizen/Parks to begin plundering my Aunt’s savings.
I believe my Aunt was the victim of a criminal conspiracy by John Reyes, April Parks, the Lee Drizen firm, the commissioner, and perhaps the nursing home in Boulder City where Parks put all her other victims.  Each one of these had a professional duty to protect the vulnerable, but instead preyed on them.
